1.10 - Road Traffic Act Insurance requirements

To comply with the Road Traffic Act, all cars must have Insurance cover should they be involved
in an accident on a road section. Competitors can comply by the following methods:

Competitors arranging their own RTA Insurance must provide the Policy Number and name and
address of Insurers on their Entry Form.

The Organisers have applied for a Blanket Cover note under the above Scheme. This will provide
Competitors who need to use the Scheme with the Third Party Cover necessary to meet the Road
Traffic Act requirements on the road sections of the event.

Applicants wishing to use the Scheme must be able to comply with all points of the Declaration: -
I do not have the Third Party Road Section extension on my current Motor

Insurance.

I am aged 20 or over.

I have had no more than 1 fault claim in the last three years

I have no more than maximum of 6 conviction points on my UK driving licence

I have the appropriate competition licence as well as a UK/EU driving license and if
my license is provisional I will be supervised by an adult over 25.

I have no physical or mental disabilities

I have no other material facts to disclose
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If able to comply with all points above simply sign the Signing On Form for Insurance — No
Letter of Acceptance will be issued.

If unable to comply with any of the above points complete the Declaration Form itself
(available from the Secretary of the Meeting) and forward either to the Secretary of the Meeting
or direct to the provider prior to the Event to allow sufficient time for Letter of Acceptance to be
issued.

Faxed copies are acceptable.

1.11 - Reconnaissance Registration & Admin Checks

Competitors will be allowed a reconnaissance of the route prior to the event. Competitors may
select one day only from the options outlined below. Before the commencement of
reconnaissance, each crew must have successfully completed the Reconnaissance registration
and administration process.

Details of the reconnaissance car and occupants, including address and telephone numbers at
which they can be contacted during the reconnaissance period, must be submitted to the
organisers for registration at the Rally Office. If approved the organisers will issue a
Reconnaissance Authorisation Card, which cannot be amended or altered in any way. If the crew
making a reconnaissance wish to change the car or vary the occupants a new card must be
obtained by personal application to the Rally Office and upon surrender of the original card.

Crews will be able to register their Reconnaissance details online prior to 10 August which will
help us speed up the registration process on arrival at the Rally Admin office.

Administrative Checks will take place at Reconnaissance Registration and the following
documents will be required during the documentation process plus any missing information from
your Entry Form.

* Appropriate Competition Licences for Driver and Co-driver

- Photographic ID of both crew members

1.13 - Availability of Maps

The entire route is covered by OSNI 1:50000 Discover Series maps numbered 5, 8, 9, 13 & 14.
All competitors will be supplied with an A4 Map Book, which will contain a map of Rally HQ Area,
an overview map of the area and stages and a map of each of the individual stages.

1.14 - Rally Shakedown

A shakedown stage will take place on Friday 17 August 2018 from 09:00 to 11:00 hours for
competitors who have registered to use the facility. The stage will be 2.0 miles (3.2 km) and will
be representative to the nature of the stages used on the event.

Crews may make unlimited passes through the stage within the scheduled session.

Please note that the deadline for Shakedown Registration is 21:00 hours on Thursday 16 August.
The shakedown stage will be approx. 1.3 miles (2.1 km) from the Service Park in Antrim.

1.15 -Service Park

See 1.4 for location of the Service Park.

The Service Park for both days of the event will be in Antrim. A plan of the Service Park will be
included in Rally Guide 2 and the Event Road book.

On arrival at the Service Park, all service crews must report to the Service Park Manager.

A Service Pass will be enclosed with the Confirmation of entry. Only vehicles with this Official
Service Pass will be allowed into the Service Park. A Motorhome Pass, if ordered, will also be
enclosed

Support (Trade) plates, if ordered, which must be affixed to the front of the vehicle, will be
allowed into Service Parks.

All service crews must use a ground sheet.

The Rally HQ is located approx. 1 mile from the Service Park

1.16 - Refuelling

The Organisers have provided a Refuel Zone. Competitors may either use fuel supplied by the
official supplier operating from the Refuel Zone, or their own fuel in the Refuel Zone, or from
Filling stations on the rally route as detailed in the Road Book

Service Area Fuel Restrictions

There will be a firm control of fuels and associated restrictions in the Antrim service area.
Immediate, permanent and serious enforcement actions for transgression of those restrictions will
be in place.

In the service area at Antrim petrol generators will be discouraged and when/if permitted will be
subject to inspection, restrictions on use and refuelling will only be permitted when cold.
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There will be a limit on the total volume of all flammable fuel, and specific conditions of storage,
held in each service bay.

All service vehicles must contain fire-fighting equipment.

1.17 - Tyre Suppliers

Tyre manufacturers / distributors will be located within the Service Park from Thursday 16
August.

1.18 - Travel Infrastructure

Northern Ireland is served by three airports and two major Sea Ports, which link the Province to the
mainland UK and beyond.

Dublin Airport also provides an alternative for overseas visitors.

All distances and times quoted are to the Ulster Rally HQ in Antrim.

- Speed limits — The National maximum speed limits for a car in Northern Ireland are as
follows:

Single Carriageways 60 mph (96kph)
Dual Carriageway and Motorways 70 mph (112kph)
Or as sign posted
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- Mobile phone use — 1t is illegal to use a hand held mobile phone while driving in  Northern
Ireland. The use of a hands free kit is advisable.

- Seatbelts — The wearing of seatbelts is mandatory at all times for drivers and all
passengers.

* Drink drive rules — The legal limit in Northern Ireland is 80 milligrammes of alcohol in 100
millilitres of blood or 107 milligrams of alcohol per 100 millilitres of urine or 35 micrograms of
alcohol per 100 millilitres of breath.

It is not aavisable to drive if you have consumed alcohol, no matter how little.
